GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR FOOD VENDORS

Completed applications with payment and texted photographs of concession trailer must be submitted by April 1, 2025. Concessions will be assigned according to size, water, and electrical needs.

Set up will be Thursday, April 23, from 12 pm to 6 pm and Friday, April 24 from 7 am to 9 am.

Vendors must be present during festival hours and cannot leave early without permission. All vendors will park vehicles in an area designated by the Festival Committee during festival operation. Vehicles will not be permitted in the festival area during hours of operation.

Outdoor vendors must furnish their own tables, chairs, coverings, signs, and hardware. No merchandise or signs may be attached to buildings, walls, trees, or fences. All vendors are responsible for their own concession trailers. The City of Washington, Historic Washington State Park, Washington Fire Department/Auxiliary, and Festival Committee are not responsible for the loss or damage of any items.

The festival will provide 24-hour security, but it cannot assume liability for damage, loss, or theft of property belonging to vendors.

Vendors must make arrangements for overnight accommodations.
